Alluvial soil, poor in organic material, that makes a perfect sandy loam on the 
surface with a stony and rocky composition atop of clay foundation. This created 
high level of concentration and intensity in the grapes, making it ideal for red 
varieties such as Petit Verdot, Malbec and Cabernet Sauvignon.

 • DESCRIPTION
Deep ruby red colour. Complex and intense aromas that remind of red fruits such 
as plums and blackberries. Its time in oak barrels adds complexity, highlighting 
vanilla notes. Strong, struc- tured and powerful taste with a persistant aftertaste.
